That num-
ber is growing and there is no cost to the church for distribution via e-mail. 

We also have a website at www.centralenid.org . It is a great resource of informa-
tion for church members AND for the public. In fact we have had people come to Central 
Christian Church because of the website. There you will find the current copy of The 
Visitor as well as every copy since January 4, 2002. There are also copies of the Youth 
Newsletter, church camp dates, church camp registration forms, information about wor-
ship and Sunday School, a link to the Disciples’ website, and a link to the Oklahoma Dis-
ciples website. There are also pictures from various church events, staff photos, a weekly 
list of concerns and some other items. All of this is available on the web from anywhere 
in the world.  

Today I have added a new feature. On the website you can access our “Twitter” 
updates. These are brief announcements (limited to 140 characters) telling who is in the 
hospital, listing that day’s activities at the church and any other appropriate announce-
ments. I encourage you to check these daily. If you have a Twitter account then you can 
follow “CentralEnid”.
