My sermon title is “What Is Your Passion?” and it will be
about using the gifts God has given us.

I am not so naive that | don’t
see a number of mothers in our society who do not care for their offspring, but my experi-
ence is that most mothers, who are actively involved in the church, DO use their gifts and
graces in a very special way...and generally it is for ALL children.

I am always impressed with mothers (and fathers) who share their time and talents
within the faith community to benefit children. It is very moving to see adults brave
enough to mix tempera paints, do crafts, teach a Sunday school lesson, play games, go on
a mission trip, sponsor a youth outing, help with VBS. . .all the time bearing witness to
God’s love which we experience through Jesus Christ.

It is moving for me to see mothers (and fathers) who say to their children and
youth that Sunday school, church and youth programs are a PRIORITY and they see that
their children attend, sometimes when the children would rather not. It is like piano les-
sons. How many adults say, “I wish my parents would have not let me quit taking piano”.
I don’t know many adults who say “I wish my parents wouldn’t have let me become inac-
tive in church” because those people never come back to church. It wasn’t a priority for
their parents, therefore it is not a priority for them, and their children, and their children’s
children. Get the picture? So God bless our faithful and serving mothers, the ones who
share their gifts with their family and their church family. They are and will always be
remembered with great affection by all their “children”.
