Church Membership used to be important. Mainline 
churches were described by the adjective “mainline” because it 
was important for civic leaders, business people, politicians, 
school teachers and family members, those in the mainstream of 
life, to be part of a church. It was expected and that is what you 
did. No longer is that our experience. Certainly church member-
ship is important to most of those who are currently members, 
but the culture at large doesn’t place much stock in it. Churches like Central that used 
to have 300 additions to the membership roles each year now struggle to get 50.  

There was a time when I said that institutional survival was not our goal or 
purpose. I have, however, examined that understanding and have come to the conclu-
sion that institutional survival is extremely important. We do amazing mission and 
ministry. We seek to always develop an environment where God can touch hearts and 
change lives. The church is the vehicle to accomplish these things. We are in our 
115th year here at Central and God is calling us to continue vital ministry into the fu-
ture.   

To be vital we must attract and incorporate new members, for their sake and 
the sake of the Gospel. Relationship to the living Body of Christ, the church, brings 
new life and hope to the member and provides opportunities to grow, work and serve 
as an expression of one’s love for God. So this year (and future years) church growth 
is crucially important and my top priority.
