Costly Food/Silent Tsunami 
 

     A “silent tsunami” has been unleashed 
by costly food and is threatening 100 mil-
lion people the UN has warned.  
     The World Food Program has begun 
cutting the provision of school meals to 
some of the world’s poorest children as 
the global food-price crisis worsens. The 
stockpiling of food and boosting of bio-
fuel use is part of the problem. Nearly one 
billion, yes, that’s one billion – one in six 
people on this planet – are going hungry 
every day. This is the new face of hunger: 
the millions who were not in the “urgent 
hunger” category six months ago.  
     Reasons for this include the example of 
rice from Thailand more than doubling in 
price this year. Countries that have slowed 
or stopped exports are creating artificial 
shortages and worsening the problem. 
Many have closed their stocks to safe-
guard their food supplies.  
    These are some of the biggest chal-
lenges to the World Food Program in 45 
years.
