Whole Foods Market and the Coalition of Imokalee Workers (CIW) have 
reached an agreement to work in partnership to help improve wages and work-
ing conditions for Florida tomato pickers! With the agreement, the Campaign 
for Fair Food has again broken new ground with the first agreement in the su-
permarket industry to raise the bar for labor standards and conditions in Florida.  

Whole Foods Market will support CIW’s “penny-per-pound” approach for tomatoes pur-
chased from Florida, with the goal of passing these additional funds on to the harvesters. Addi-
tionally, Whole Foods Market is exploring the creation of a domestic purchasing program to help 
guarantee transparent, ethical and responsible sourcing and production, using the company’s ex-
isting Whole Trade Guarantee program as a model. Whole Trade Guarantee, a third-party verified 
program, ensures that producers and laborers in developing countries get an equitable price for 
their goods in a safe and healthy working envi-
ronment. The goal is to purchase Florida toma-
toes from growers that will implement a similar 
program.
